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Dear Parents and Friends

There is a battle raging at the moment in
the intellectual and scientific world that
holds fascination for a lot of people. Itis
the conflict between Darwin’s theory of
evolution, and the scientists who hold to
‘intelligent design’.  Darwinism holds
that life in all its forms originated from
lifeless chemicals in some kind of ancient
‘soup’. Lifeless chemicals combined to
produce early forms of life, which
through a process called ‘evolution’ over
millions of years, produced the many life
forms of today’s earth, including man. In
this view, the whole process is one of
undirected chance, with no meaning or
sense of purpose from any source
whatever. Darwin’s theory is getting a
good run on TV at the moment because
this is the 208 anniversary of his birth.
This is a popular theory today, about the
origins of life. Some scientists and some
educators argue that Darwin’s theory is
the ONLY scientific way of looking at
the universe.

However, many distinguished scientists
from many countries cannot agree with
the ‘evolution only’ theory. Physicists,
chemists, microbiologists, biochemists
and many others, see evidence
everywhere of intelligence in the detailed
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design and functioning of the material
universe. It is not only Christian or
‘religious’ scientists who hold this view.
Many scientists are still unsure about
what this intelligence must be, but they
are no less sure that a great designer is
involved.

Even the atheist Richard Dawkins whose
book The God Delusionis so full of
hatred against the faith, argues that since
life may not have originated on earth, it
must have come here from some source
of intelligence elsewhere in the universe.
This means there is an intelligence
somewhere out there greater than ours,
but we are not allowed to link this to any
form of God, or supernatural being of any
kind. For Dawkins, the universe must be
godless, and this supposed intelligence
must be explained in terms only of the
natural and the material. Others, not
sympathetic to Dawkins describe this
theory as the ‘science fiction’ solution!

For most Christians, Darwin’s theory is
totally inadequate as an explanation of
life, and of the meaning of the universe.
The Bible’'s account puts God at the
beginning, and in every stage of the
origins of life and the earth.
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Christian scientists see their view of
‘intelligent design’ as perfectly consistent
with a scientific outlook on the earth. By
the standards of some Darwinists,
scientists like Isaac Newton, Kepler,
Liebig, and even Einstein, would be
disallowed from the scientific community
because of their ‘intelligent design’
beliefs. So would Australian pioneer
Graeme Clarke, and physicist Paul Davies
— highly distinguished men.

What's more, some Darwinists would ban
all forms of ‘intelligent design’ teaching

from schools, under a kind of

‘materialistic puritanism’ that would ban

everything that criticises Darwinism, or

points out the fallacies in the theory.
Whilst it is often Christians who are

labelled ‘fundamentalists’ because they
think Darwinism is unscientific, surely

the boot is on the other foot, and the real
‘fundamentalists’ are those not prepared
to face the criticisms of the intelligent

design scientists!

King’s position on all this has been
unaltered since the beginning. Our
position is a creation position: creation by

the only real Intelligent Designer — the

Living God. We teach evolutionary

theory to our students in senior school
because it is such an important theory in
today’s world, and they need an accurate
view of what it says. But we also

criticise Darwinism, and indicate the very

glaring faults in the theory. We have

nothing to be afraid of, or ashamed of!
As a school, we note that intelligent

criticisms of Darwinism are not allowed

in most government schools! Will the

real ‘fundamentalists please stand up!
