Overweight and obesity pose one of the
single biggest threats to the health of
Australian children. The prevalence of
childhood and adolescent obesity has
been steadily increasing in Australia and
around the world. Data from a variety of
sources are needed to piece together the
patterns of childhood obesity in Australia
until a comprehensive monitoring system
is in place. Having a clear picture of the
nature of the problem — how it varies by
age, gender, socio-economic status (SES),
locality, and over time — is critical to
being able to sensibly direct resources to
manage the problem and to evaluate the
impact of those efforts. The “Be Active,
Eat Well” project, which our school has
been involved in for a number of years,
aims to get a picture of the health status
of children in the region and document
any patterns and changes that have
occurred over the last 3 years. Your
child’s involvement is crucial to the
success of this project.

So many girls have no
opportunity to live with joy and hope.
Mukti Mission offers a new opportunity
and new hope for girls and women.
Today, Mukti Mission is a multi-faceted
ministry including children’s homes,
schools, job training, a hospital, and
community development outreach. It aims
to provide a Christ centred home where
destitute women and children,
irrespective of their backgrounds are
accepted, and cared for. After much
spiritual struggle, Ramabai came to know
Christ as Saviour. In 1889, she founded
Mukti Mission (pronounced like book +
tea). Mukti means freedom, liberation,
and salvation in the Marathi language.
