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Dear Parents & Friends 

We welcome you back to the new term at the 
school.  It was good to see students 
responding with a smile to the new school 
décor in Primary this morning as they arrived 
for the day.  The whole area has a fresh look 
(and smell!) with all the new paint and floor 
coverings.  New seal work has been 
completed on the traffic island and top car 
park, transforming the front of the school.  
The main junior playground has been shifted 
to allow more space for the library project, 
soon to commence. The work continues in 
the Home Economics room, and we expect to 
be back using the brand new facility in about 
two weeks.  The Sports Centre Mezzanine 
project is going ahead well.  The stadium will 
still be used during the winter term for PE 
classes, though of course with some 
inconvenience.  New electronic Smart-
Boards are installed in the three junior 
classrooms. 

On another topic, the State Parliament has a 
Committee considering proposals to afflict 
Churches and Schools in Victoria with 
extended ‘anti-discrimination’ clauses in the 
existing act.  Proposals before the committee 
include prohibiting churches and schools 
from choosing  

 
employees on the basis of religion, sexual 
preference, etc.  Other proposals include 
forcing churches and schools to identify what 
they reckon to be their ‘core beliefs’, against 
what might be thought to be ‘non-core’.  
Only ‘Core’ beliefs would be allowed to be 
‘religious’ – other activities in a church or 
school would be regarded as ‘non-religious’, 
and then open to any person for employment.  
One of the submissions even cites 
mathematics and other subjects as being 
‘religion-free’ areas. 

The proposals in our view are outrageous, 
and would inflict unacceptable restrictions on 
Christian life and practice in churches and 
schools.  The suggestion to have a State 
tribunal deciding what is acceptable 
‘religious’ practice and what is not, would 
take us back to the Stuart persecutions of the 
Star Chamber days in the early 1600s.  These 
ideas are anti-historical, denying hundreds of 
years of painful development towards 
tolerance and freedom of conscience.  They 
are essentially persecutory in tenor.  They are 
against the Australian Constitution, the 
United Nations Charter, and against 
numerous religious freedom and freedom 
conscience international agreements to which 
this country is a signatory. 
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We have to ask about the mindset out of 
which these ideas come.  The source is 
anti-religious.  Secularism at its worst is 
at work here.  Secularists have become 
increasingly strident and aggressive in 
their anti-religious stance, and their 
agenda is to silence Christian or any 
religious dissent from the programmes of 
social engineering and falsely named 
‘liberalisation’ which they pursue.  We 
already have a situation in Victoria where 
Doctors and Nurses can lose their 
positions because they refuse in all 
conscience to recommend abortions.  
Will similar vile restrictions be placed on 
the Christian conscience in education and 
churches as well?  Where is Victoria 
headed if this repressive line continues?  
Are we already becoming an oppressive 
state, similar in some ways to the regimes 
where we saw so much state abuse behind 
the iron curtain?  These issues must be a 
matter of prayer for all Christians.  If you 
object to proposals like this, please make 
your views known to your member and 
Senator in the Victorian Parliament.

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Teachers will follow up students even 
more vigorously this term to ensure 
uniform is correct at all times.  We are 
not amused by a few sloppy students, 
who detract from all the others who do 
their part and reflect pride in their school.  
Ties, clean shoes, clean shirts, shirts in, 
no jewellery etc – all these are well 
known to the students and a breach of the 
rules will earn a detention straight away!  
No ‘3 demerits’ before detention – 
students just abuse that system.  Please 
encourage your child to live up to the 
school’s standards. 
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It is good at the start of term to remind 
parents about homework.  On Mondays 
through to Thursday nights there will 
almost always be some homework, set 
according to each year level.  Beyond that 
we regularly encourage students to be 
reading their library books or other 
worthwhile material, and not spending 
too much  time on the net or Ipod!  
Reading in their own time means greatly 
improved English comprehension, 
writing skills and breadth of mind 
generally.  Habits of work and self-
discipline need to be formed in Primary 
years to carry students to good success in 
Secondary.   

In Secondary, homework takes on even 
more importance since the work often 
forms the basis for moving on to new 
work in class the next day.  Failure to get 
the work done and in on time drags down 
the student’s own progress when they 
can’t cope properly with the lessons the 
next day.  It is also a drag on the teacher, 
who is then distracted from the main task 
by having to follow up the recalcitrant 
student, with consequences then for all  
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other students!  By being diligent and 
keeping up to their responsibilities, 
students are not only helping themselves, 
but everyone else as well.  We thank you 
as a parent for your cooperation in the 
interests of high quality education.   
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At the start of term, a reminder to parents 
about mobiles.  No mobile phone is 
permitted at school in any student’s 
possession.  With permission a student 
may bring a phone if it is required after 
school, but it must be left at the office on 
arrival and collected after school.  Phones 
unlawfully at school will be confiscated 
until the end of term. 
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Ipods are permitted at school ONLY 
where the child may use it on the bus to 
relieve the journey, or on the 
comparatively rare occasion when a 
teacher requires use of the Ipod for lesson 
purposes.  Students are not permitted to 
be plugged in during other school times 
including recess and lunch, because of 
the anti-social nature of the activity.  We 
want kids to mix and talk!  Offenders will 
have their beast confiscated for some 
time! 
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A conveyance allowance is available to 
any family whose child must travel more 
than 4.8km to school where there is no 
free school bus service available, or more 
than 4.8km to the nearest bus stop to join 
a free school bus service.  If you received 
the allowance from this school last 
semester there is no need to submit 
another application, unless your address 
or other details have changed.  

Application forms, which are available 
from the school office, should be 
completed and returned by Friday, 7th 
August.   
 
If you received the allowance last 
semester, but are no longer eligible, 
please phone the school office on 5562 
0147 to let us know. 
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This allowance of $221 per year for 
eligible primary students, and $443 per 
year for secondary students under 16 
years of age is payable to parents or 
guardians who held a valid Centrelink 
Pension, Concession or Health Care 
Benefit Card on 13th July, 2009.  If you 
received the allowance FROM THIS 
SCHOOL in first semester, there is no 
need to re-apply.  Application forms are 
available from the school office, and must 
be completed and returned to the office 
with your card to be sighted by 7th 
August.  Please note that late 
applications will not be accepted by the 
Education Department. 
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Current Grade 6 parents are reminded 
that enrolments for Year 7 2009 are due 
by the end of July.  If families have 
misplaced their Continuation Forms can 
they please contact Mrs Harris or Mrs 
Sheely at the front office for another 
copy.
