Others may not
progress much past mumbling a few
phrases. But we truswverystudent will be
enriched by their learning experiences, and
will understand and appreciate more of
their own national character and roots as
well.

We should not let French day pass without
expressing our Christian sentiment toward
that nation.
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Many  Australian  Christians today
contribute to mission work directed to the
founding and support of churches in
France, and in Francophone counties,
especially in Africa. (French is a foremost
language required for Australians wanting
to enter missionary service). As one of the
world’s most secular and ‘post Christian’
nations today, France is in great need of the
Gospel to revitalise her national life and
turn her people to the Lord. Yet in her
past, she greatly resisted the Huguenot
movement, we would say, to her own great
detriment. History lives on in the lives of
those who inherit it. Yet God is also the
God who forgives, and ‘restores the years
the locust has eaten’. What better to pray
for today than for the churches and the
people of France?
